And introductory studio-based course emphasizing the understanding of colour theory and
a continuation of two-dimensional dynamics.

Please note: This course is one half of a full year course

AR1370 will cover the basic elements of design, including the following: form, line, shape,
value, texture, composition and space. The principles of organization including rhythm,
balance, scale/proportion and movement will also be covered. These principles will be
investigated and applied to both two and three-dimensional work and colour theory.
Students will be introduced to seeing and working from observation, being able to identify
and to work on correcting problems in a piece of work. The elements studied in this course
are intended to provide a broad foundation of experience and knowledge for students to
apply in future visual courses.

Criteria for Evaluation:

Grades will be assessed according to the following: standard of work achieved,
attendance, ability to fulfill assignment objectives, openness to instruction, time spent
additional to class hours, participation in discussions and critiques, timely completion of
assignments (inside and outside of class), progress achieved overall, attitude towards
fellow students, staff, course work and deadlines.
