Theory and practice of drawing at an intermediate level will be offered.

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OUT COMES / OBJECTIVES:

Students will:

1. Learn the basic principles of two-dimensional design: line, shape, value, texture, color,
tone and composition.

2. Manipulate the elements of visual art on a two-dimensional surface through the
application of depth perception (overlapping, mechanical perspective, diminishing size
and detail, tonal modeling).

3. Perceive visual relationships in the environment and record these perceptions in terms
of the elements of the visual arts.

4. Exhibit a basic working knowledge of the fundamental techniques and materials of
drawing including the use of pencil, charcoal, pen & ink, brush, mixed media color,
colored and collage.

Process grades includes any day to day activities, these
marks are averaged and weight to an appropriate amount of
the 80 percent usually about 10 percent. If you are absent there is
no opportunity to take a missed process grade.

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COURSE SCHEDULE/TENTATIVE TIMELINE:

AR3410 is a studio-based course intended to provide students with a broad range of experience
and information relating to the exploration of monochromatic and color mixed media in drawing.
Various methods of representing space and describing object, plant, animal, nature and the
human form will be explored. Investigation of abstraction and non-objective composition will also
be studied.

The instructor directs course projects and/or assignments. Following an assignment’s deadline,
no further class time can be devoted, although students are encouraged to improve their work
based on insights and comments expressed during class discussions and critiques. Students
are expected to work outside of class time approximately 4 hours per week.

The instructor will determine assignments. Projects will be assigned for homework and handed
in on the expected on the due date. Failure to finish projects on time for class critiques will affect
student's final evaluation.

Many students will be using the studio, so it is important to maintain care in setting up and
cleaning of the space you use and to exhibited consideration towards the workspace, materials
and other students.
