Current economy-wide issues will be discussed throughout the course.

e why nations import certain goods, even though they can be made more cheaply at home

e how the gains from trade are divided between trading partners

e the differences between flexible and fixed exchange rate systems

e why the value of the Canadian dollar fluctuates

e the impact of a change in interest rates and exchange rates on the effectiveness of fiscal policy and
monetary policy
