CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: This course introduces students to the field of early learning and child 

care. Students will observe and interact with children in a variety of early childhood community programs 

and will contrast the similarities and differences in environments, program practices and services provided 

for young children and their families. Students will attend weekly seminars throughout the practicum 

weeks. 

PREREQUISITE(S)/COREQUISITE: CD1000, CD1050 and CD1330. Notes: Number of practicum 

weeks and the structure of the practicum may be adjusted for regional and part-time students based upon 

practicum placement and student needs. Students who choose to complete a workplace practicum in an 

infant toddler program must complete CD2070 Infant and Toddler Care as a prerequisite. Students who 

choose to complete a workplace practicum in a school age care program must complete CD2120 School 

Age Care and Development as a prerequisite.

4. Effectively plan, implement and evaluate art, music, and literature experiences based on the 
developmental needs and interests of the children. 

5. Demonstrate professional behaviour and communicate effectively with the other adults in the program. 

6. Demonstrate beginning skills in reflecting on and assessing her/his own behaviours and skills and set 
goals for further professional growth.
