CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:

This first introductory course in psychology gives students an understanding of themselves and other
people through the study of basic concepts, principles, theories, and methods used in the scientific
study of behaviour. The course covers research methods in psychology, the biological bases of
behaviour, neurophysiology, sensation, perception, learning, states of consciousness, memory and
cognition.

COURSE OBJECTIVES: This course introduces students to:

e the major theories, perspectives and concepts in the fields of psychology

e the various research methods and the ethical issues in the use of humans and other animals in
research

e the theory of evolution and its principles

o the relationship between biological structures and processes and their psychological
manifestations

o the states of consciousness and how they are affected by various factors

e how the environment determines behaviour through the principles of learning

e the interaction of nature and nurture in determining behaviour
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e the aspects of memory and their reciprocal relationship with behaviour and other mental
processes

e the cognitive processes involved in language comprehension and production, as well as
problem-solving and reasoning

LEARNING OUTCOMES: As a result of taking this course, students will gain the abilities to:

e demonstrate and articulate fundamental knowledge and comprehension of major concepts,
theoretical perspectives and empirical findings in the areas of evolutionary psychology, brain and
behaviour, sensation and perception, consciousness, learning, memory, and cognition

e discuss and explain how principles discussed in these areas enable the understanding of
psychological phenomena

e identify and incorporate sociocultural factors in their explanations of psychological phenomena

e demonstrate a basic level understanding of various research methods used in scientific
investigations of psychological phenomena

e apply and evaluate their knowledge of basic research methodology to critically evaluate
psychological research
