The video should be well-lit, with clear audio and visuals, so your
assignment is easily understood.

3. Attendance Protocols:

Attendance is noted during each session. Those present but inactive may be given in-class tasks to
ensure they remain engaged. Students arriving up to 15 minutes late should discreetly join the session and
may be asked to complete a brief catch-up task after class. If over 15 minutes late, students may be marked
as absent or asked to leave, given the significant amount of content missed. If you anticipate being late,
please try your best to inform the instructor in advance.
