COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course sarves the dual purpose of helping students learn of
the apboriglnal societies of North Americz, and demonstrating the
valus and technigues of the ethnographic method, We shall shudy
the esonomic, political, social ang ideologlical svstems of the
peoples of the principal cultural/ecological areas of North
America (the Arctic, the Subarctic. the Plateau, the Plains, the
Northmest Cnast. California. the Northeastern Woodlands., the
Southeastern Woodlands, the American Sauthwest, and Mexico).
Mafor themes in the course will be contrasting the environments
and cultures of these areas and understanding their reshaping in
the historical pericd., In addition to working with these
concepts and this information, students will chonse 3 cross—
cultural research topic of special interest to them (e.g. art,

warfare and/or hunting patterns, kinpship and family, diet and
health}.

REBUIREMENTS AND EVALUATION

Eight take-home guestions will be assignad guring the course of
the term. FRespanses to these gueztions are worth 10% esch of the
final course grade. and are likely to be five pages (i.e, up to
1250 words) in length. The best six marks the student achieves
on these will be worth 10% each of the final course mark.
Students will submit an essay, fifteen to twenty pages in length,
an the topic they have chosen to investigate. Their findings
will be shared with the class or in small groups. ThHe final
pramination |n the course will also consist aof resporses to two
take-home questions based on the course and on class
presentations.

Excessive grammatical or spelling errars will
result in the loss of 2 out of 9 points.
