CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:  

AR1360, Visual Fundamentals 1 is the first section of an introductory level lecture/studio course in 

two and three dimensional design that seeks to develop an appreciation and understanding of the 

basic elements and principles of design in the visual arts. Students will deal with the basic 

fundamentals of art while developing a critical insight and working knowledge of design. 

 

CREDIT/CONTACT HOURS: 90 hours 3 (3-0-3) 

 

DELIVERY MODE(S): lecture /lab 

 

OBJECTIVES : 

During this course the students will: 

1.Learn to perceive, identify and apply the basic elements of art, principles of design and the 

creative process.  They will begin to communicate visually expressed information while 

understanding natural and abstract relationships. 

2. Begin to equip themselves with a visual and verbal vocabulary. 

3. Develop a critical and aesthetic criteria. 

4. Broaden their awareness, understanding and aesthetic appreciation of art. 

5. Begin to identify their own values in relationship to their environment. 
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6. Develop basic skills and techniques.
