COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Visual Fundamentals 11 is a studio-buased course with emphasis on the understanding of
visual dynamics and design of visual form. ]t covers the basic principles of compaosition
and design involved in the creation of visual art. Students will deal with the

fundamentals of art while developing critical insight and working knowledge of various

media,
OBIECTIVES:

3. recognize the importance of and accept responsibility for individual choices as they
relate to personal, cultural and social art-making concerns;

process.

READINGS AND ASSIGNMENTS:

Students can expect (o put in a minimum of 6 hours per week on out-af-class work,
Assignments will be expected on the due date. Failure to complete projects on time for




class enbiques will affect the student's final evaluation. Assigned readings are not
optional and should be treated as seriously as the design projects. Written tests and/for
assignments ¢an be expected throughout the duration of the course and will be dependent
on the assigned readings.

EVALUATION:

Evaluation will be based upon the quality of work produced relative to the objectives of
the course. Students must demonstrate an understanding of the basic pninciples
introduced in the course through completion of various projects. Individuals who push
the perimeters of the assignments and display originality, professionalism and research
will be noted accordingly come evaluation time.

Overdue assignments will be penalized, For every day that the work is late, 10% will be
subtracted form the original grade, Work which is received more than ten days after the
deadline will be given a "0 grade,

Grades will be determined based on the following criteria:

10% - class participation {critiques, class contribution, attendance)
90% - ¢lass projects and home assignments

NOTE:

More than 20% absenteeism from class will result in the student being asked to
leave the class. Further, if students fail to complete and submit 85% of the grade
requirements of the term mark, they will not be allowed to complete the course. In
such a case, the student will automatically reccive a failing gr:uE: of DB (debarred).
