Emphasis will be
placed on the principles and techniques of relief and lithography prirtmaking while
simultanecusly exploring expressive uses of the primmaking media,

3. To develop aesthetic appreciation of print media.

5. To acquire the confidance to apply these techniques to aristic exprassion of your
ldeas.

&. To expose the student to the history of each printmaking madium and 1o show the
trends of contemporary printmakers.

7. To emphasize to the student their dual role of artist and printer.
