CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:

An introductory level studio course designed to give you a foundation in drawing
primarily through the use of monochromatic media. Emphasis will be placed on the
principles and techniques of drawing while simultaneously exploring expressive uses of
the medium. You may work from the still life, figure and landscape situations, as well as
experiment with a broad range of drawing media.

CREDIT/CONTACT HOURS: 90 hours
DELIVERY MODE(S): Lecture and lab

OBJECTIVES:

During this course the student will:

1. Perceive visual relationships in the environment and record these perceptions in
terms of the elements of art (line, shape, value and texture)

2. Identify and apply the principles of aesthetic unity ( balance, rhythm, repetition,
dominance and contrast/variety) to the organization of the elements of visual art

3. Manipulate the elements of visual art on a two dimensional surface through using
the principles of depth perception.
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4. Exhibit a basic working knowledge of the fundamental techniques and materials
of drawing including the use of pencil, ink, conte and charcoal.

involvement and flexibility in both studio and individual/collective critiques.

Overdue portfolios will be penalized a minimum of 1 grade point per late day.
