AR 241, Drawing I is an introductory level studlo course designed
to develop basic parceptual and recording skills primarily bhrough
Lhe usa of moncchromabliec media. The course will cover the basle
pringiples and Lechnigues of drawing while simultancously ex-
ploring expressive uses. Studio situations will focus mainly on
chijeck drawing.

Y¥ou will
begome familiar with the expressive and descriptive value of
drawing. WVarious media will be used,.
