Unft II: Spatial Relationshéps
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Line

A study of the nature and uses of Iine. Including mechanical
line, organized Vine, contour, cross contour, exdggerated
contour, structural line, lyrical ltne, calligraphic lina,
implied 1ine,

Shape/Yolume

A translation of objects as they exist in real space onto a
flat surface. Including space, volume, geometric/organtc
Shapa, negattve/positive, lateral space.

Value

The concern here 15 with percefving and illustrating
gradation from light to dark, Includfng value as a means of
describing structure, weight, Tight and space.

Perspectiva

A study of the use of art slements to produce plctorial depth,

including one and two point perspective, multiple eye levals,
base 1ines and aerial perspective.

Texture
An exploration of the relationship between the senses aof sight

and touch. Hendering the illusion of visual texture. Actual
texture, simolated texture, ¥nvented texture.
