COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course focuses on the temperament of young children, 
their personality and emotional development.  Students will also examine the 
development of self-concept and self-esteem during the early childhood years and the 
adult's role in supporting their development. 
 
PREREQUISITE: Completion of first year or consent of the department  
 
TEXT: No required text 
 
ADDITIONAL REQUIRED MATERIALS AND EXPENSES: You will incur 
expenses for photocopying. 
 
OBJECTIVES: On successful completion of this course, you should be able to: 

� Identify temperament characteristics in young children 
� Discuss the influences of temperament and environment on personality 

development 
� Describe the importance of the bonding and attachment processes  
� Identify factors influencing social behavior 
� Plan for and support children's social development 

 
TEACHING METHODS: Lectures will incorporate A.V. materials, handout and text 
readings, in-and out-of-class activities and assignments. 
 
GRADING POLICY: A final grade of D must be obtained to pass this course. Final 
grades will be based on: Assignments - 95% Attendance/Participation - 5% 
 
ASSIGNMENTS: 
An assignment package will be provided in the first full week of classes.  Three 
assignments will be submitted throughout the semester. A collection of a minimum of 4 
tasks completed in- or out-of class will contribute to 45% of the final grade.  Two 
assignments will contribute to 50%.
