CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: A studio based introduction to the conceptual and practical
concerns of design. Two and three-dimensional design related studies.

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2. Introduction into the computer as a creative tool to be used in conjunction with
traditional drawing and painting media.

3. Introduction to the Macintosh computer platform and learn the basics of software
using Raster (Adobe Photoshop), Vector Drawing (Adobe Illustrator) and
Animation (Adobe Flash) programs.

4. Learn how to import photographs, scan various materials, print assignments and
animations.
