3. Introduction to the MacIntosh computer platform and learn the basics of 
software using Raster (Adobe Photoshop), Vector Drawing (Adobe 
Illustrator) and Web Animation (Adobe Flash) programs. 

4. Learn how to import photographs, scan various materials, print 
assignments and animations.
