Arranging techniques and
cralt will be explored using both traditional and popular mediums. The course is
designed to develop a "tool box” of armunging skills which students can translate into
their own creative work.

. Course Prerequisite: MULS5001560, Music theory I and 11,

. Topics: Harmonic terminology, instrument familics, mnges, melodic versus harmonic

functions, voice leading, harmonic substitutions, rhythm, form, medulation, wxtures,
concept and treatment of arrangement, and working procedurcs. These topics will be
discussed in the contexts of classical, jarz, rock, pop and other musical styles.

. Assignments: Regular reading und armunging assignments in conjuncoon with

classroom discussion will require the student 1o demonstrate a theoretical and working
knowledge of the various concepts presented in class. Students will be expected o
arrange works in a variery of styles on a regular basis o demonstrate their mastery of
the concepts, These concepts will collectively be demonsirated in a term arranging
project.
