To develop the student’s creative ability.

In class presentation and participation: this involves the progressive exercises 
and activities that occur in class time. You are required to fully participate. 
 
Written work: Written work will be collected at random and, therefore, must be 
maintained and up to date. This will be a journal documenting daily in-class 
activities and homework.
