CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: This is a skills development course for high school level English
competency. Emphasis is on basic writing skills, reading comprehension and vocabulary development. The
course content focuses on the needs of each student (for grades seven to nine reading and writing levels)

DELIVERY MODE(S):

In person (classroom) — This type of course will be delivered on campus in a specific classroom.
Note: GPRC reserves the right to change the course delivery.

Students will work through a series of readings, exercises and computer assisted learning as well as
instructor led lectures and activities. Students will do small group work and engage in class discussions.
Oral reading is required and developing practical reading and writing skills are the main priorities of this
course. Students will also be using My-Class, a GPRC learning management system, which is available on
the GPRC website.



COURSE OBJECTIVES:

e Students will be able to use reading skills such as such as identifying supporting details, implied
ideas, organization and evaluating sources to better understand the meaning, purpose and tone
of texts.

e Students will develop critical thinking skills by examining a number of texts and engaging in
class discussions and writing assignments.

e Students will gain a better understanding of the writing process through a series of instructor
led lectures and activities focused on developing basic writing skills, vocabulary, as well as
paragraph and essay writing.

This course aims to provide students with the skills to understand and appreciate language and to use it
confidently and competently for a range of purposed tasks. Students will develop a positive attitude
towards reading and writing in an academic arena as they work through material in a structured,
collaborative and positive learning environment. Students will listen, speak, read, write, view and
represent to:

e Explore thoughts, ideas, feelings and experiences

e Comprehend and respond personally and critically to oral, print and other media texts.
e View and represent to manage ideas and information

e Enhance clarity and artistry of communication

Thursdays- Focus on reading fluency and comprehension as well as catch up on weekly
reading and assignments.

Fridays- Submit Article of the Week and write sentence of the week quiz
