CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:  

This is a skills development course for high school level English competency and a 

continuation of EN0080. Emphasis is on basic writing skills, reading comprehension and vocabulary 

development. The course content focuses on the needs of each student (for grades seven to nine 

reading and writing levels)

DELIVERY MODE(S): 

Students will work through a series of readings, exercises and computer assisted learning as 

well as instructor led lectures and activities. Students will do small group work and engage in class 

discussions. Oral reading is required and developing practical reading and writing skills are the main 

priorities of this course. Students will also be using Moodle, a GPRC learning management system, 

which is available on the GPRC website. 
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COURSE OBJECTIVES: 

 Students will be able to use reading skills such as such as identifying supporting details, 

implied ideas, organization and evaluating sources to better understand the meaning, purpose 

and tone of texts.  

  Students will develop critical thinking skills by examining a number of texts and engaging in 

class discussions and writing assignments.  

 Students will gain a better understanding of the writing process through a series of instructor 

led lectures and activities focused on developing basic writing skills, vocabulary, as well as 

paragraph and essay writing.

COURSE SCHEDULE/TENTATIVE TIMELINE: 
 

*Students will see Moodle/Monthly calendars for pacing of reading and assignment deadlines. We will 

begin our course with Mitch Album’s memoir Tuesday’s with Morrie. Generally, our weeks will 

follow this routine: 

Mondays- Introduce Sentence of the Week, Article of the Week and weekly reading.   

Tuesdays- The Perfect English Grammar Workbook practice (focus on grammar, parts of speech, 

spelling and more). 

Wednesdays- Active Vocabulary practice (focus on general and academic words). 

Thursdays- Focus on reading fluency and comprehension as well as catch up on weekly reading and 

assignments.  

Fridays- Submit Article of the Week and write sentence of the week quiz.  

 

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES: 

1. Good attendance is a requirement of this course and of academic success generally. As a 

student, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed in class from Moodle and/or your 

classmates.  

 

2.  Good attendance means more than simply being present physically during class time. It 

means coming to class prepared, having read the assigned material(s) for the day, and showing 

respect to all the other members of the class by being attentive.
