This course is designed to develop basic composition skills to prepare you for
high school English courses. While some attention will be paid to forms of literature
such as short story and poetry, the main focus of the course is on writing paragraphs
and essays. LL 0110, a co-requisite of this course, is designed to improve your
grammatical, mechanical, vocabulary, and reading comprehension skills, Spelling will
be noted in all your work.

and sentence skills

demonstrate knowledge of various organizational patterns such as
process, cause and effect, compare and contrast, classification,
description, and argument by writing paragraphs and essays which follow
these forms

identify and discuss elements of fiction found in selected short storles and
poetry by writing essays on these elements

llustrate understanding of elements of selected types of poetry by using
them in writing your own poetry

use a computer to complete assignments

use writing techniques to complete a resume package
