COURSE OBJECTIVES: 

There are two basic aims of senior high school English language arts. One aim is to encourage, in students, 
an understanding and appreciation of the significance and artistry of literature. A second aim is to enable 
each student to understand and appreciate language and to use it confidently and competently for a variety 
of purposes, with a variety of audiences and in a variety of situations for communication, personal 
satisfaction, and learning. 
 
In this course there is emphasis on the development of formal writing skills and the analysis, 
interpretation, and critical appraisal of literature. As a result of taking this course, … 
 

• Students will understand the importance of literature as a way of examining societal values and 
the human experience. 

• Students will gain the tools to analyze literature and develop into competent academic writers. 

• Students’ writing will undergo many states of revision and they will understand that writing is a 
process.  

• Students will be able to use information from various sources and compose well- developed 
pieces of academic writing. 

 
LEARNING OUTCOMES:  
The study of English Language Arts empowers students to understand and appreciate literature as well as 
the world around them. It enables students to understand and appreciate language and to use it confidently 
for a variety of purposes. As a result of taking this course, students will gain the ability to: 

• Explore thoughts, ideas, feelings, and experiences. 

• Understand literature and other texts in oral, print, visual and multimedia forms, and respond 

personally, critically, and creatively. 

• Collect and manage ideas and information. 

• Create oral, print, visual and multimedia texts, and enrich the clarity and artistry of 

communication. 

• Respect, support and collaborate with others in learning 

• Read and respond to a variety of writing including current events, fiction, and poetry. 

• Understand that writing has many purposes that are applicable to life in and out of school.  

• Identify and to employ a range of sentence structures 

• Work towards improving grammar, mechanics, punctuation, fluency, and clarity of expression. 

• Improve general and academic vocabulary 

• Develop appropriate strategies for reading and responding to difficult materials 

• Practice and improve reading comprehension and critical thinking skills 
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• Plan an essay, moving from outlining, to writing a first draft, to revising and editing 

• Develop an understanding of essay components such as thesis statements and topic sentences 

• Produce coherent, unified, and well-structured essays 

• Use technology to access, use, and communicate information, and critically assess reliability 

and validity of electronically accessed information. 

• Use summarization skills and quote correctly from sources. 

• Analyze aspects of plot, setting, characterization, tone, and theme in short stories, novels, 

drama, and poetry 

• Discuss a writer’s point of view and how it relates to a work’s larger themes 

• Identify and analyze important details in a given text 

• Identify devices of figurative language such as metaphor, irony, allusion 

These learning outcomes are interrelated and interdependent.

COURSE SCHEDULE/TENTATIVE TIMELINE:

In EN0120, in addition to our units of study outlined below, we will engage in a typical weekly routine. On 

Mondays, we will practice mechanics, usage, and grammar (MUG skills); on Tuesdays, we will also delve 

into two new literary devices and look at examples of these devices in literature and in popular culture. On 

Thursdays, we will encounter five new general and academic vocabulary words and explore synonyms, 

antonyms, and uses of these words in sentences. Mug Monday skills, literary devices, and Word 

Wednesday terms will appear on tests and the final exam.  

• Weeks 1-4: Richard Wagamese’s The Medicine Walk  

• Weeks 5-9: F. Scott Fitzgerald’s The Great Gatsby  

• Weeks 10-11: Poetry 

• Weeks 12-15: Drama/William Shakespeare’s Hamlet  
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STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES: 

The nature of this course requires regular attendance and constructive participation. You are expected to 

be in attendance. Assignments and tests are expected to be completed and handed in at the time specified.

Students should 

check it before each class to stay informed concerning course updates, readings, and 

announcements. It is the responsibility of the student, not the instructor, to print off readings and 

assignments from My-Class as necessary.
