CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: This course includes a study of the five basic forms in literature: essays, short stories, novels, drama, and poetry. Both oral presentations and written compositions are required - mainly essays and one research paper.

PREREQUISITE(S)/COREQUISITE:   EN0120 or equivalent, or equivalent English placement test score.

REQUIRED TEXTS/RESOURCE MATERIALS: 

Shakespeare, William.  Othello.   
Shelley, Mary.  Frankenstein.  

I will also post reading material to the Moodle page for this course.  In fact, most of the assigned readings for this semester will be available on Moodle.  As such, it is your responsibility to check Moodle regularly to keep up with the assigned readings.   

DELIVERY MODE(S):  This course will be delivered through lectures, in-class group discussions, written responses, and oral presentations.  The course is designed to allow students to develop and to utilize academic communications skills. 



COURSE OBJECTIVES:  The aims of this course are to provide students with the skills and tools necessary both to think critically about a range of literary texts and to communicate ideas in a clear, coherent, and persuasive manner.  Students will have the chance, individually and in groups, to consider, analyze, and discuss different kinds of writing; in so doing, students will have the opportunities to improve oral and written communication skills. 

LEARNING OUTCOMES: After taking this course, successful students should be able to

· express ideas clearly and respond critically to written works through writing 
· proofread writing for surface errors and correct the majority of these errors
· format an essay correctly
· describe the constituent parts of an effective essay (thesis statement, topic sentence, etc.) and reproduce these elements in their own writings 
· plan an essay, moving from outlining, to writing a first draft, to revising and editing
· research effectively
· make valuable use of secondary materials 
· analyse aspects of plot, setting, characterization, tone, and theme in short stories, novels, drama, and poetry
· discuss a writer’s point of view and how it relates to a work’s larger themes
· identify and analyse important details in a given text
· identify devices of figurative language such as metaphor, irony, and allusion
· identify musical elements such as rhyme, rhythm, and alliteration

2. Good attendance means more than simply being physically present during class time.  It means coming to class prepared, having read the assigned material(s) for the day, and showing respect to all the other members of the class by being attentive.  Disruptive activities – for instance, talking while the instructor or other students are speaking – will not be tolerated.  

3.  Written assignments are to be submitted to Moodle as an electronic copy AND directly to me as a hard copy.  I will not accept essays submitted via e-mail.   

4.  It is the student’s responsibility to retain a copy of ALL assignments submitted for grading; in the unlikely event of theft or loss, a duplicate copy must be available upon request.

5. All assignments are to be submitted by the assigned date.  Late assignments will be penalized 3 percent per day, with weekends counting as one day.  I will grant extensions for assignments in extenuating circumstances only.  Last-minute requests for extensions will not be granted unless medical documentation can be provided.  Please note that I will not accept any late assignments after I have handed back marked assignments to the class (turnaround time for marked assignments is usually about two weeks).  Assignments will not be accepted after the last day of classes.
