LONGER COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Enghish [O00 examines representalive works illustrating the development of the Engligh
literary tradition to the presenl. As a survey course, English 1000 traces the evolution of
English literatuee within the very ongins of the English language. Students successfully
completing thi¢ course will become Gniliar wuls the dotninant genres i each ape. grasp
the miten developments in variows historical periods, snd place individual authers and
their respective works in the context ol 1he English literary tradition as 2 whole, Rather
lhan studying various works written by men and waomen who lived in dillerent centuries,



the course investigates lirerature as a continuum, By exploring conlinuities and
disconlinuities i the emergence of the English literary tradition, students will not only
leam more about the aesthetics of lilerature, but will also acquire a selid foundation in the
principles af chear wniting and critical thinking.

Adler assessing the student’s performance during the entire academic year, the
nstruclor reserves the right te require any student - regardless of a high averave
standing ranging from 6 0 9 slamine on course assignments - to write the final exam,
Every student wilh an average grade of less than six (6} full stanine by the |ast day
of classes will be required to write the final exam.

However, this test should be seen as an opportunity to demonstrate your mastery of
course readings and should, in many cases, raise your final grade in the EN 1060,
Notwithstanding exum excmptions, any recommended student may freely eleet to
write the exam in the hopes of earning a higher final grade in the course. A SITONg
exam performance might well resull in a higher grade. However, 2 satis factory exam
resull might make litke or no difference, while 3 weak, disappointing performance
could defimitely loswer the student’s final prade,

Whether students are required to wnite the end-of-year test or ¢lect to do so, exam
scores — weighted at 50 out of a possible 150 poinls - will definitely count toward the
instructor’s calealations of vour final grades.
