CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: Representative works of early twentieth century American novelists
will be covered.

CREDIT/CONTACT HOURS: 3 credits/ 3 hours per week

DELIVERY MODE(S): Course work includes lectures, class discussions, group work, in-class
quizzes, online assignments, film, and individual student work, both written and oral.

OBJECTIVES: The aim of this course is for students to become familiar with some of the most
notable early Modern novelists in American Literature. Emphasis will be given to the novel as the
most prominent literary art form of this period in America, as an important social document, and a
historical portrait of time and place. Students will learn to appreciate and critique the literature
through discussion, seminar presentation, critical research and writing, film, and lecture.
