It will concentrate primarily on
the writings of Poe, Hawthorne, Thoreau, Melville, Whitman,
Mark Twain, Crane, and James, Some attention will be Qiven
to writers from earlier periods. Major intellectual and literary
movemnents such as Puritanism, Romanticism, Realism, and
Natwralism will be discussad.
