French 0120 carries 5 College credits. As well, French 0120 and
French D130 combined are equivalent to the Univarsity of Alberta's
French 100, worth & University transfer credits.

French 0120 and 0130 togather are equivalent to the French 10, 20,
and 30 program in high school. Obviously, because our two courses
include approximately the same content contained in the three-course
high school program, they are fairly intense.

Neverthelass, you should understand that French 0120 is a baginner's
course. Mo prior knowledge of French is required or expected. In
French 0120, you will be introduced to all four language skill areas -
listening, speaking, reading, and writing. You will practice the sounds
of French and their refationship to spelling. You will leam basic
vocabulary, common expressions for conversation, and simple
sanlence structures, including how to ask guestions and how to
answer them - in the presant, the future, and the past.

If you already have credit in high school French 20, you should

A weekly "lab” test will alse be included: thus, reqular attendance at all classes and labs is
essential.

You will be required to do two short oral presentations and write one short essay!
