Classes are held in EI02-504 This facilitv doubles
as a classroom and a language laboratory. Its
multipurpose design allows us to vary our
activities during anv given period. Howewver,
essentially three hours: per week will centre on
the grammar presented in Montage while an
additional "lab" hour will be devoted to follow-up
discussion based on the Literary and cultural
selections in Wiontagse Oral and written
aszignments will provide opportunities for both
free and controlled expression

Montage presents a systematic review of the
structures in Standard French, Some new
structures are also introduced. Both oral ancd
wrilten exercises from this text and its
accompanving Workbook./Lab Ivlanual will
provide srou swith sufficent practice to be able to
acjuire a certain ease in expressing vourself in
bazic everyvday French Indeed that should be
vour goal in takihe this course.

French 1500 being a five-hour course, the fifth
hour will be spent on the cassette lab program.
