CALENDAR DESCRIPTION:
This course is a continuation of spoken and written French, and includes listening, comprehension,

pronunciation, grammar, composition, and literature.
CREDIT/CONTACT HOURS: 3 Credits / 3 hours instruction and 2 hours lab per week

DELIVERY MODE(S):
The course is based on Chapters 6-10 of Imaginez. The textbook presents practical vocabulary related

to the lesson theme, authentic short films by award-winning francophone filmmakers, cultural
readings and video clips of the francophone world, structures and Fiches de grammaire, and authentic
literary selections by writers from diverse francophone countries. Most of our in-class time will focus
on this material. Beside the textbook, the Imaginez Supersite provides you with many additional
activities and a complete Lab Program. In addition, the ‘Supersite Plus’ offers you the WebSAM: the
online Student Activities Manual is to be completed for the most part on your own and will give you
supplemental practice using language elements introduced from the textbook in class.
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OBJECTIVES:
The aim of the course is to enable students to communicate in oral and written French in most

informal and some formal situations on content and personal interest topics with suitable accuracy
and confidence. Students will review and expand their grammatical and lexical knowledge in a
Francophone cultural context.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

After successfully completing this course, the students will be able to:

e expanding their lexical knowledge through a wide range of practical vocabulary related to the
lesson themes of the textbook;

e communicate in predictable and some unpredictable situations with few grammatical and
vocabulary errors;

e understand short literary and cultural readings;

e write compositions using complex sentences and more advanced grammatical structures and
tenses (future simple, subjonctif, condionnel, hypothéses);

e understand short films and authentic video clips from the francophone world;

e continue their appreciation of the French culture in a diverse French-speaking world
(L’Afrique du Nord et le Liban, la Belgique, La Suisse et le Luxembourg, L’océan Indien,
L’ Afrique Centrale, La Polynésie frangaise, la Nouvelle-Calédonie, 1’ Asie).

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1. Examens— Les examens évaluent toutes les connaissances langagieres (écoute, vocabulaire,
grammaire, lecture, écriture) et vérifient 1’'usage de la langue par les étudiants, c’est-a-dire la
fagon dont ils appliquent leurs connaissances dans des situations quasi-réeelles.

2. Apprentissage d'une langue — L'objectif de ce cours est de vous permettre de communiquer en
francais. Pour cela, il est absolument essentiel d'assister réguliérement et de participer activement
aux cours, car une langue s'apprend par une pratique soutenue et réguliére dans vos interactions
avec votre professeur et les autres étudiants, et dans votre travail individuel. C'est pourquoi vous

serez évalués fréquemment (tests, quiz). Il n'est pas possible d'apprendre une langue uniquement a
partir d'un livre. Le role de votre manuel, Imaginez, est d'aider votre professeur a enseigner en lui
fournissant des documents. Imaginez ne peut pas remplacer votre professeur, et ce n'est pas son
but.

3. Cahier de vocabulaire — Pour aider leur apprentissage de la langue, il est tres fortement
recommandé aux étudiants de tenir un cahier de vocabulaire, dans lequel ils inscriront les mots et
expressions nouveaux qu'ils rencontreront dans I'étude de la legon, et les mots et expressions dont
ils auront besoin pour réaliser les différentes activités de la lecon. Les noms doivent toujours étre
précédés de l'article, de facon a ce que le genre (masculin ou féminin) soit indiqué. Les verbes
doivent étre donnés a I'infinitif, avec indication du groupe, des formes irrégulieres s'il y a lieu, et
de la construction syntaxique (ex: demander quelque chose a quelqu'un). Les adjectifs doivent
étre au masculin singulier (le féminin et le pluriel ne sont indiqués que si leur formation est
irréguliére).

4. Travail en laboratoire — Le travail en laboratoire est obligatoire et fait partie intégrante du cours.

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:

1. Attendance, participation, and French Club cultural activities — As new language structures
are introduced in every class, attendance and participation are vital. Your attendance,
punctuality, participation, and contribution to creating a positive interactive learning environment
will affect your learning and contribute to your grades. In case of an unavoidable absence,
chapter exams may only be made up upon presentation of a medical note or with prior
arrangement through the instructor.  Students are responsible to cover all work missed.
**IMPORTANT: Participation and attendance is worth 10%. Students are permitted 1 absence
without penalty. Thereafter, students will lose 1% for each absence to a maximum of 8%. The
remaining 2% of the participation mark will be attributed for attendance to at least 2 cultural
