As new language structures will be introduced daily, class attendance is essential. Your habits
related to attendance, punctuality and participation will undoubtedly manifest themselves in your
grades.

CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES:

Deutsch. The textbook presents vocabulary and structures, linked to various themes and
practice exercises.

Besides the textbook, there is a student activities manual, which will give you written and oral
practice using language elements introduced in the textbook.

The written activities and exercises in this manual are to be completed on your own. The lab
(oral) work will largely be completed in class.

OUTSIDE ACTIVITIES:

Language acquisition depends on contact with and use of the language. You are, therefore,
encouraged to expose yourself as much as possible to the language outside of the classroom.
