Thls course surveys the political, economic, social and
cultural history of the European people during the last five
centurles. In the flrst term the class will trace European
developments from the Renalasance and Reformatlion pericds to the
Age of Revolotion. In the second term students wlll probe the
development of Industrlallized mass democracy and the imperiallsm
and natlonallism which culminated in the great Twentleth Century
vars.
