ML 1010 is an introduction to both listenmg to music, and to the development of several
types of music that contribute to our societal history. The majority of the semester will be
dedicated 10 discovering the Western *an™ music fradition, and sampling music from the
Medieval, Barogue, Classical, Romantic, and 20" century periods, The rest of the course
will be dedicated to exploring sound and talking ahout how we can think shout music, and
use music i our lives.

This course is designed to help develop a greater understanding and appreciation of music,
By the end of the course, you will be able, by listening, to identify elernents within o picce of
music, and identify several different genres and forms of Western art music. To achieve this,
the beginning section of the course will focus on music fundamentals: leamning what we cin
and do hear, discussing some basics of music theory. and leaming terminology so that we
can discuss what we are bearing. Throughout the semester, we will look ot music history in
115 cultural context, examining 1t in relation to other ans and non-musical historical events
that helped shape the music. We will study a wide variety of works, from (he medieval
period to modem times, These pieces are representative and ofien major works of the
periods from which they are selected, and will represent various genres and media from the
pericd.  When we study the music of the 20" century, we will see how music from other
parts of the world has influenced and helped shape our music.

Listening to music will be a central element of the course, and therefore will be part of the
quizzes and exams, along with content from both the textbook and lectures. Attendance at
lectures is mandatory: 1 expect that all students will attend all scheduled classes.

The music section of the Fine Arts Department puts on o number of formal concerts each
semester, along with our less formal "MAD”™ performances. These should give you ample
OppoTiunity to pul your listening skills to use, and you may attend for free any of these
concents. There are also several other performing groups and series (e.g. the guitar series) in
Grande Prairie and area that will provide performances over the course of the semester.
These performances are a good place 1o explore and use your developing skills in the real
world
