LEARNING OUTCOMES: The development of playing skills to match the difficulty of the music.
The band performs university-level music including a variety of styles, periods, and genres for each
concert. Each year includes orchestral transcriptions, original band works, solo literature with band,
and works from 1700s to the present. There is a conscious attempt to perform music from a variety
or countries including the United States, Canada, United Kingdom, France, Germany, ltaly, Russia,
Australia, and Japan as well as other countries from time to time.
