PART B (late-October to December)
Contemporary Issues in Native/Non-Native Relations

The aim is to acquire a sound general knowledge of the nature of present-day
issues and debate the competing views on how progress is to be best made.
Questions will be assigned on this text and excerpts from The Royal Commission
on Aboriginal Peoples (1996) will be added at points. Evaluation will be based
on completed class-assigned text questions (20%), review of one film (10%), and
final exam (20%).
