COURSE DESCRIPTION: An experiential and conceptual introduction to
outdoor education with particular emphasis on the leadership of outdoor
pursuits relevant to the Alberta context. Students are expected to
participate fully in all sessions including the field trip to gain maximum
benefit from this course. Students are expected to cover any costs
associated with the field trip (transportation will be covered by the
College).

COURSE OBJECTIVES: 1. To develop an appreciation for moving and living
in the natural world with a minimum of environmental impact,

2. To develop practical skills in outdoor activities and outdoor living.

3. To create the opportunity for the development of group skills including
both leadership and group cooperation.

4. To gain an awareness of environmental issues affecting northern
Alberta and British Columbia.

COURSE COMNTENT: There will be both conceptual and experiential
sessions covering a wide variety of topics including items such as
environmental issues, outdoor living skills, outdoor activities, survival,
trip preparation, crafting, outdoor programs, etc. The actual schedule of
classes will depend somewhat on the weather.
