This course is an intreduction to the nature of law. the state, andg citizenship with application to some
contempodany controversias in poliics drawing in particular on Canada's cument palitical issues (eg
abortion, rights of first nations peaples, economic justice, and constitutional refarm)

Beainning with the fundamental principles of democratic citizenship, these principies will be examined with
reterence o tha nature of law, fundamental rights, constituionalism, and a brief surviy of Canada' basic
institubons of governmant. The course then applies these principles o several specific Bsues of
impartance 1o Canadians including freedom of the press, native salf-government, economic and social
Justice, abortion, and capital punishment. In addition to class readings, students should attempt 1o Keap up
1o dale on Major news events singe these will be discussed in the context of the COUrSE
