Tnis coursa is an intreduction to the nature of law, the state, and citizenship with apflhminn o some
contemporary controversies in politics drawing in particular on Canada’s current potitical issues fe,
abortion, nghts of fisst nations peoples, economic justice, and consfitutional raformm),

Beginning with the fundamental principles of demacratic citizenship, these principlies will be axamined
with reterence to the nature of law, fundamental rights, constitutionalism, and a brief survey of Canada’
basic institutions of government. The course then applies these principles 1o several specific issuaes of
impenance to Canadians Including freedom of tha press, native sell-governmment, sconomic and social
|ustica, abortian. and capital punis L In addition 1o class readings, students should attempt io keep
LUp 1o date on major news evants sinca these will be discussed in the contaxt of the coursa.
