BOCTIALIZATION IN POLITICS

Course Description:

This course is an examination of Canadian poelitical cultuare,
political socialization, and politieal participation. Beginning
with an examinaticon of the basic values of Canadian democracy and
the nature of the Canadian identity, the course proceeds to examine
the cleavages within Canadian society including a consideration of
English-French relatienz, regionalism and class from the
perspective of basic value differences. FProceeding from this base
of politiecal culture, the process by which canadian learn or
acquire their political orientations is examined in detail. The
processes Of socialization from youth to adulthood as well as the
importance of family , education, and other agents of socialization
in transmitting political values iz detailed, Finally, the major
political consequences or behavicurs assoclated with pelitical

culture and political sacialization are addressed. Dealing
primarily with political participation, this section of the course
outlines both ‘'mainstream’ participation as well as the

participation differentials experjence by those outside of the
dominant power groupings in Canadian society using women and ethno-
cultural minorities as the primary example here. In short, the
course addresses three central guestions:

a) What is the nature of the Canadian political identity?
(Felitical culture - Section I)

b} How do we obtain this identity (Political Socialization -

Seetian IT) .

c} What are the consequences of this identity on the political

system and on individuals within the system (Political

Participatien and Exclusien - Section ITI).

generalizations regarding political culture, socialization and
participation with specific application to the Canadian experience
b) gaining factual knowledge fterminelogy, methods,

classifications, and trends) relative to political culture,
socialization, and participation ln Canada.
