CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

This first introductory course in psychology gives students an understanding of themselves and
other people through the study of basic concepts, principles, theories, and methods used in the
scientific study of behavior. The course covers research methods in psychology, the biological
basis, neurophysiology, sensation, perception, learning, states of consciousness, memory and
cognition. This course is a prerequisite for most other psychology courses and is normally followed
by PY1050.

COURSE OBJECTIVES: In this course, student will be taught

the major theories, perspectives and concepts in the fields of psychology

the various research methods and the ethical issues in the use of humans and other animals in
research

the theory of evolution and its principles

the relationship between biological structures and processes and their psychological manifestations
the states of consciousness and how they are affected by various factors

how the environment determines behaviour through the principles of learning

the interaction of nature and nurture in determining behavior

the aspects of memory and their reciprocal relationship with behaviour and other mental processes
the cognitive processes involved in language comprehension and production, as well as problem
solving and reasoning

LEARNING OUTCOMES: As a result of taking this course, students will be able to

demonstrate fundamental knowledge and comprehension of major concepts, theoretical
perspectives and empirical findings in the areas of evolutionary psychology, brain and behavior,
sensation and perception, consciousness, learning, memory, and cognition

discuss how principles discussed in these areas enable the understanding of psychological
phenomena

incorporate sociocultural factors in their explanations of psychological phenomena

demonstrate basic level understanding of various research methods used in scientific investigations
of psychological phenomena

apply their knowledge of basic research methodology to critically evaluate psychological research

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Quizzes: There will be four multiple choice quizzes based on material covered in both the textbook and the
lectures. Each quiz is worth 5%, for a course total of 20%. They are closed-book exams, meaning that for the
duration of the quizzes, students are not allowed to access the course materials (whether they are on paper
or on computers/other devices). The link for these quizzes will be on myClass and made visible to students at
the time of the exam period.

Midterm and Final Exams: The midterm and final exams will include multiple-choice questions and
short answer questions based on material covered in both the textbook and the lectures. The midterm is worth
30% and the final exam is worth 35%. THE FINAL EXAM WILL NOT BE CUMULATIVE.

¢ During exams, you are not allowed to access course materials (i.e., no access to notes/book, whether in
paper format or on devices).

4. ATTEND CLASS AT THE SCHEDULED CLASS TIMES:

Students are expected to attend lectures at the scheduled class times. Attendance will be taken every class
by Zoom and may be taken more than once each class. For every class, you must have both your first and last
name on your Zoom sign-in (i.e., not a nickname, not a phone number, not someone else’s name, etc.)
otherwise, you will be marked absent. Again, Zoom records how long students stay in class. Students who
attend only a portion of a lecture may be marked as absent for that lecture.

Missed Lecture Material: Although notes are available on myClass, they are not complete; attendance is
required to get full lecture information. If you miss a class, you are to obtain missed material by approaching
a classmate, not the instructor. It would be unfair for students who miss lectures to be advantaged by getting
the instructor’s notes.

Missed Quizzes/Exams: Dates for the quizzes and midterm are included on page 5 of this course outline.
Missed quizzes will generally not be rescheduled. If you miss a quiz due to verified illness, dentistry, accident,
emergency, or NWP obligations (e.g., you are away due to the requirements of another course, athletics) the
weight of the quiz will be transferred; the weight of Quiz 1 or 2 will be transferred to the midterm exam, the
weight of Quiz 3 or 4 will be transferred to the final exam. Quizzes missed for reasons that do not include
verified illness, dentistry, accident, or emergency, will be assigned a “0" (zero). Holidays, employment, etc. are
NOT considered to be excusable reasons to miss any exam in this course. Furthermore, quizzes missed
without explanation from the student will be assigned a “0".

According to NWP policy, deferring a missed Midterm Exam is at the discretion of the instructor. In my courses,
students who miss a midterm because of illness, dentistry, accident, or emergency (verified) may write the
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midterm at a later date (set by me—I will choose a date that is mutually convenient for me and the student).
When students miss the midterm for reasons that do not include verified illness, dentistry, accident, or
emergency, a “0" is assigned to that midterm. Students who miss the midterm without explanation will receive
a “0" on the midterm. Absences from a registrar scheduled Final Exam fall under NWP Examination Policy. It
is the responsibility of the student to be informed about these policies prior to the final examination period.

If you miss the final exam due to iliness, you will be required to submit an application to the Registrar’s office
for permission to write a deferred exam and must do so within 48 hours of the scheduled exam time. You may
defer the final exam for up to 20 days after the end of the examination period. You will be required to provide
documentation for your illness.

5. LEARN & RECORD ASSIGNMENT DEADLINES AND EXAMINATION DATES/TIMES: These dates are posted on
this course outline and on myClass. You can set the notifications on myClass to remind you of upcoming
assignment deadlines and exams. For the sake of fairness for ALL students, assignment deadlines will NOT be
extended for those who miss an assignment. If you know that you will be away when an assignment is due, it
is expected that you hand in that assignment earlier than the announced/posted date. FYl—myClass chapter
assignments can started/completed before the announced/posted deadlines.

6. OUT-OF-CLASS WORK: Students are expected to prepare for each lecture by reading the assigned chapters and
lecture notes that are posted in advance. Although all information in the textbook is important and interesting,
limited class time prevents discussion of all the material covered in the assigned chapters. You are responsible
for learning the material covered in the assigned chapters, including material that is not discussed in class.

7. CHECK YOUR STUDENT EMAIL/USE YOUR STUDENT EMAIL TO COMMUNICATE WITH ME.

On occasion, | will send students emails about something important, such as information about exams or
assignments. If | need to cancel a class, | will inform students through email. These emails go to your student
email account (i.e., nwpolytech.ca), not your personal email account. Also, you must use your student email
to communicate with me. Many hotmail/gmail/telus etc. emails get sent to my junk folder rather than my inbox,
so | may miss emails from such accounts (or notice them much later).
