CALENDAR DESCRIPTION: This first introductory course in psychology gives students an 

understanding of themselves and other people through the study of basic concepts, principles, theories, 

and methods used in the scientific study of behaviour. The course covers research methods in 

psychology, the biological bases of behaviour, neurophysiology, sensation, perception, learning, states 

of consciousness, memory and cognition.

 the states of consciousness and how they are affected by various factors  

 how the environment determines behaviour through the principles of learning 

 the interaction of nature and nurture in determining behavior  

 the aspects of memory and their reciprocal relationship with behaviour and other mental 

processes  

 the cognitive processes involved in language comprehension and production, as well as 

problem solving and reasoning
