Pass this in for
marking at mid-term, April 400, and again at the May 16/00 class,

2) 30% - Two Mini-Projects: Fach student will be assigned rwo mini-projects related to
chapters in the book and are expected to present these projects to the ¢lass. The
presentation should be about twenty minutes long and may include handouts
and/or audiovisual aids (15% per project.)

4) 25% - Midterm Exam: This brief midterm exam will be held on April 400 and will
include multiple choice and written short answer questions. This exam will cover
the first four chapters and questions related to the lectures and students
presentalions.

5) 25% - Final Exam; This brief final exam will be held on May 30700 and will include
multiple choice and written ghort answer questions. This exam will cover chapters
five through eight in the book and questions relatéd 1o the lectures and students
presentations,
