Course Content; This course will begin with a review of neurcanatomy, neurochemistry,
methods of investigation and theoretical issues in biological psychology. This course will then
review the role of the central nervous system in: sensation, movement, sleep, language, sexual
behavior, leaming, memory, and mental illness. The central nervous system of both humans and
animals will be discuseed

Course Objectives; This course is an extensive review of the area of biological psychology.,
Students will gain an appreciation of the role the central nervous system plays in the control of
physiological systems, psychological processes and behaviors. Students will also develop critical
and analytical thinking skills.

There will
also be a library session to show you how to use the PsychLIT system for finding refevant articles
and books for the paper Papers submitted after the due date will receive 5% of its grade removed
for each day it is late.
