Mlease meet
wilh the instructor regarding your topic approval BEFORE vou hegin writiag, The paper should
be no more than 7 pages in lenpth (typed and double-spaced). These seven pages would inelude a
title page, abstract page and reference page with fo mare than four pages of wrillen text. Papers
st be stapled (not in ductang or ather fancy coverkand wrillen in APA, format (5" edition),
Papers gencrally should consist of at lepst five fecent references {generally peer reviewed journal
arcles or book chipters) on a parteular topic and your paper should strive to mteprate and
review the miormation in those references. You must also include afler the reference page a
phetocopy of the fithe page of each reference you use i Lhe paper. Sources not accompanicd bya
photocopy will be congidered Lo be plagrarized and treated/graded accordingly. Spelling,
grammar and sentence structuve will also be graded. | will review APA format in class for thuse
not Lamiliar with il and provade you with a handout on APA style. Mugrarisn will be treated with
the sanw severity as cheating on exsminubions.
