COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is intended +to enable students te achiewve 3 deeper
understanding and a broader perepective of mental disorders than  what
general intraductory psychology courses usually provide. After a review of

the relevant theories of abnormal behavior and their historical
pErspec tive, theg cturse will foctus on the paychological disorders
thenselves - — their asses=ment, diagnosis gngd  warious tresatment

modalities, with emphasis on the multimodal/multicultural approach based on
tha principle that many disorders have a complex etioclogy and reqguire an
equally comples treatment response based gn eclectic combimations of
theories abpout the disorders.

The cantent af the tourse includes aome commanly kfown psychological
disorders such as adjustment, personality, anxiety, phobic, dissociative
argd zomatoaform Jdisordersg those that involve psychosis. suEh  as
schizpphrenia and mood disorcers: amd those that involve some wvioletiom of
legal or social standargs, Suth as serual and gender identity disorders,

substance-related disorders, ani impelze control disordercs, Various
svnd roames of central mErvous Sy tem impalrmafts and related behaiwvioe
patterns are alea inciuded. Finallwv. legal and ethical iz=sues will h&e

examined and debated especially those related to controversial caszes
involvifng the "criminally insame”,
