madalities, with emphasic on the mulfimadal ferulticolrsural appraach bassd on
the principle that many disorders have a ramplex etinmlogy and require an
sgqually complex treatment response based on eclectic combinations of
theories abaut the disorders.

The content of the course includes some commonly kRown peswcholagical
disarders %such as adjustmant, personality, amxiety, phobic,; dissaciative
and samatafaorm disorders: Leose that bPvalve psyvchoesis, such  as
ichirtophrenia and moad disorders: and those that involve same viclatisp of
legal ar social =etandards, such as sewxual and Jender idenbtity disorders,

substance-related disarders, and impulse contrel disorders, Yarious
syndromes of cenftral nervous SyELaEm imgalrments and related benaviore
patterns arge al=o included, Fimally, legal and sthical issuyes will!l he

e€xamined anad debated especially those related to controversial cases
involvying the "eriminally insane”.
