Description:_This course investigates the major movements of European history
from 1500 to World War |, identifies the major ideas and forces which arose from
these movements, and explores the role of these values in the modern world.

Delivery Mode(s): For each topic, there will be a classroom lecture and
discussion. Relevant textbook readings will be assigned, along with reading
assignment questions. Some topics will require research by internet in the
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computer labs, orin the library. There are 9 units in the course and we will spend
about 6 - 7 days on each unit.

Objectives:

Students will be expected to summarize information from a variety of sources,
distinguish among different points of view, and make decisions and defend their
choices.

Students will be expected to develop the ability to establish a thesis or take a
position and defend it in essay format, present ideas effectively in class
discussion, and express information and ideas, using timelines, charts or concept
mMaps.

Students will be expected to develop skills using creative and critical thinking in
problem-solving and decision-making strategies.

Absence
during an in-class assignment completed for marks will result in a mark of zero if
you are absent. Assignments and tests are expected to be completed and
handed in at the time specified.
