1. Demonstrate an understanding of, and describe the complexity of, the role
of the educational assistant within the context of the classroom in relation
to the teacher, students and other colleagues within the educational
setting.

2. Demonstrate professional conduct based on ethical standards of
educational practice.

3. Describe the knowledge, skills, and values necessary for working with
students with varying abilities and cultural diversity.

4. Demonstrate personal accountability when working independently or as a
member of an instructional team.

5. Examine one’s own personal beliefs, attitudes and behaviors and develop a
philosophy of education and beliefs about how children learn within an
educational system.
